Discussion continued understanding'the amendment of this ordinance and the error of placing the amendment in
section 29.10 (4)(d).\The correct placement is Section 29.14(3) (b) and should be amended as follows:

Section 29.14(3)(b) is hereby amended to provide as follows:

b. HEIGHT: On'premises-‘groundisigns may not exceed thirty (30) feet in height, Except for signs located within a
radius,0f three hundred (300) feet from the center point of the intersection of Hwy. V. Said signs shall also not
exceed thirty (30)feet-inheight from the centerline if more than one highway is involved, and not
eontain more than one such copy face per direction of travel from the viewing highway. The
maximum height of signs located within three hundred (300) feet of the center point of the intersection of Hwy. 1-
43 anchCounty:Hwy. V shall not exceed thirty (30) feet when measured in this manner. Other on premise
freestanding signs may not exceed fifteen (15) feet in height. In all other respects the provisions of this ordinance
and the district regulations in which the sign is located shall apply.
